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WELCOME TO MAIA!

Maia is a Portuguese city in the District of Porto, North region and sub-region of Greater Porto, with
around 35,625 inhabitants.

It is the seat of a city with an area of 83.14 km? and 140,859 inhabitants (2008), subdivided into 17
parishes. The municipality of Maiaislimited to the north by the municipalities of Trofaand Santo Tirso, to
the east by Valongo, to the southeast by Gondomar, to the south by the city of Porto, to the southwest by
Matosinhosandtothe northwest by Vilado Conde.

History

The area where the city is currently located has been populated for millennials, and remains have been
found dating back to the Paleolithic. In many of the mountainsin the region there were settlements from
thelron Age. Attracted by the rich soiland abundance of resources, the Romans also left visible marks of
theiroccupation here.

In the middle of the 13" century, the maiato court extended from the city of Porto to Ave river and from
the sea to the mountains. In 1304, however, the lands of Maia were integrated into the Porto terminus,
losing administrative and political autonomy. In 1360, the first grantees were established in the region
and, inthatyear, D. Pedro | donated the lordship of Azurara, with the judgment of Maia, to Infante D. Dinis,
his son.

The history of this municipality is also closely linked to the founding of nationality. Some authors even
argue that Prince Afonso Henriques (that became the first King of Portugal) was educated here,
alongside the Mendes da Maia family, to which belonged the Archbishop of Braga D. Paio Mendes and the
famous warrior Goncalo Mendes da Maia, the "Lidador", so called by having entered into constant
fearlessfightsagainst the Saracens.

At the beginning of the 16" century, it was up to D. Manuel | to grant the charter, which provided for the
rents and fees to be paid to the donees of the requengos of Maia, as well as the way to exercise the most
common penalties and justice. Between the years 1700 and 1836, the municipality was made up of 44
parishes and encompassed the entire maritime strip between Leca and Ave rivers. With the
administrative reforms that began in 1836, it became an autonomous municipality, but reduced in area
and number of parishes.In 1857, it even became extinctand it was on 1868 it was restored.

After the proclamation of the Republic in 1910, Maia (elevated to town in 1902) had, for some time, the
philosophertribune Leonardo Coimbraasadministrator.

OnAugust 23,1986, Maiawasfinally elevated to the category of city.

International participationisacertainty and for thisreason the name of the event was changed
from Tournament 25th of April'to'MaiaInternational Karate Open'.

Please Note: Simple and direct qualifiers with repechages for third-placed athletes. In the final, they
canperform free kata.

Initiate (U12): Must perform a basic kata in the first round; In the remaining rounds they will be able to

perform katas from the WKF list; From the 4" round onwards they can repeat, as long as it is different
fromthe previousone, alternately.

KUMITE

The kumite rules willbe those of the FNK-P/WKEF.
Infantile(U10): Combat time willbe 1minute without pauses, withahanteidecision.

Please note: The use of the Chest Protector and Shin Guards is not mandatory in the Infantile category
(U10)norintheInitiate category(U12).

In kumite, there must be a minimum of 6 competitors per category. If this number is not reached, the
competitors will be transfered to the category above. If the category with less than 6 competitors s the
one of the heaviest weight, it willbe joined with the previous weight category.
